As a result, more than half of
PV mailings are wasted.

2. Updating this list to correct and include all recent devotees is a mon-
umental task. This task was tried last three years unsuccessfully.

3. The total cost of each mailing is $2137.60 and cost of printing
is $2200.

4. An alternate to mailing the PV has been developed. PV is being post-
ed on the temple Website in PDF format and a link can be included in the
mass e-mails that go out every week to at least 18000 devotees.

5. We left 2000 copies of last issue of PV in the Temple front office
for devotees to pick up during their visit to Temple. Both of these ways of
