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TsuNAMI RELIEF woORK BY HCCC

Shiva-Vishnu Temple in Livermore (HCCC)
has a long-standing tradition of Human Services
work, locally and internationally. In keeping with
this tradition, HCCC is raising funds for Tsunami
relief work. One of the temple volunteers, Sri.
Baskaran Tranquebar has visited and worked in
the affected areas of Tamil Nadu.

Baskaran initially went to Muttakadu, a village
10 Km south of Kalpakkam that was affected by
Tsunami.

Around 250 families lost their homes, fishing
boats and nets and pretty much are living under
the tents that were installed on the heach sand.
There is no running water, no food, no vessels, no
light and no sanitation. The image above is a por-
tion of the village in their current living condi-
tions. It was clear that the immediate needs were:
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Week’s supply of ration for each family, toilet
supplies, some inner garment for ladies, shelter,
fishing nets (4 types), motor repairs, boat repairs,
new motors and boats.

On Jan 13th, with the help of 30 volunteers (all
college students in and around Chennai),

Baskaran visited Saravanas provision store,
Saravanas dept store and the Saravanas textile

After distributing the rations, Baskaran also

worked with the village chief and AID to put up a
sample thatched hut to determine the cost of each
one.

HCCC has initially sponsored 15 huts at a unit
cost of Rs. 9,000 or $ 210. Baskaran and other
HCCC officials are in contact with the AID
coordinator who helped us make this service a

possibility for HCCC. Discussions are on going
with him about long term plans relating to HCCC's
(tentative) plan on rebuilding the lives of
Tsunami victims.
