Dravya Usage

The HCCC spends significant amount of money to
periodically flush the pipes with hot water to prevent
clogging. The source of the problem is the Dravyas such
as milk, yogurt, honey, and fruit juices used for Abhishekam
with chanting of Vedic verses by the priests. The Dravyas
are lead into the City drain from the temple’s drainage
system. The temple management is exploring ways to
solve the problem at the source. It is imperative on
our part to minimize Dravyas. There is overwhelming
support from our priests and devotees to minimize the
impact of the problem with a cost effective solution. The
solution to the problem will be publicized well in advance
before it is implemented. The priests will be trained on
the methods. Please be assured that the deities will not be
“starved” of Dravyas during Abhisheka.

The HCCC is grateful to devotees who bring the
Dravyas for Abhishekam. We want them to continue to do
so but in limited quantities.
